Subject:  MOAA JROTC Awards Program
 1.  As a military organization comprised of retired, reserve and active duty officers of the
 Uniformed Services and National Guard, Green Country Chapter seeks to foster a positive 
military recognition among the youth of our communities.  For a number of years the 
Chapter has annually presented the MOAA JROTC medal to an outstanding cadet 
nominated by the Senior Military Instructor of each unit..  A certificate and $50.00 cash award were also included. Green Country Chapter is hereby establishing new requirements and will require strict adherence.
2.  The Award shall be known as Military Officers Association of America JROTC medal.

It consists of a red, white, and blue ribbon 1 and 3/8 inches wide with a bronze disc pendent

1 and 5/8 inches in diameter and matching service ribbon.  All of the military services that 
sponsor junior Reserve Officer Training Corps programs have officially approved the 
MOAA JROTC medal.
3.  The purpose of the MOAA JROTC medal is to recognize an outstanding JROTC cadet 
in his/her next to last year in the program (customarily his/her junior year in school), who 
shows exceptional potential for military leadership, and excellent academic achievement.  
The medal may not be used for any other purpose.
4.  Eligibility criteria 
· The cadet must be in the next-to-last year of high school
· Be in good academic standing (upper 10% of his/her class)

· Have an “A” average in JROTC academic subjects.

· Be of high moral character.
· Evidence a high order of loyalty to his/her unit, school, and country.

· Be physically fit (not obese).
· Comply with military standards of grooming.
· Show exceptional potential for military leadership.
5.  The recipient is selected by the unit Senior Military Officer.  However, since the award 
is sponsored by MOAA Green Country Chapter, final approval rests with the Chapter.
6.  The presentation of the Award is normally made by a representative of MOAA Green Country Chapter at the respective Unit Awards Banquet/Program.
